“Thiscarhasbeenplannedanddesignedhroughoutto givethe passengethe fullestpossible
uninterruptedview of the countrythroughwhichthe cartravels,for which purposethe carwill
alwaysbe on the rear of the trains sothat passengersnayenjoythe lovelysceneryfrom the large
semicircularwindows.

Thedetailsof decorationare takenfrom the Sheratonperiod, the ceilingscovedat the sides with a
flat centre portion whichis slightlyrecessedwhichfeature addsto the generaleffect of the height.
Thewallsare paneledin finely figured pearwood with inlaid lines,and betweenthe windowsare
marquetrypilasterswith detailsafter Pergolesi.

Thechairsare of a very comfortableBergerepattern, upholsteredin specialbrown tapestry,with
floral trellis design.Thefloor islaid with a heavypile plainbrown carpet,which delicately
harmoniseswith the surroundingwood work.

Theweldedchassisindbodyframefor 2100wasmanufacturedby a firm with a fabrication
workshopnear Caernarforandwork had startedon the frame asseenbelow.

Asseenabove2100'sframe had reachedan advancedstate. Thecarhasa semicircularobservation
end,emulatingfrom the CaledoniarRailwayPullmanvehiclenamed'MAIDOFMORVEN'.
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April 22" 2008

Theframewasdeliveredto Minffordd on April 22nd2008,and loweredstraightonto its bogiesfor
movementto BostonLodge Thecrossmemberwisiblewithin the body had beenaddedtemporarily
to maintainstiffnessduringtransport.

The2100within carriageworksin early May 2008.

May 13th 2008woodwork had started to be addedto no. 2100.

Thetwo viewsaboveshow progresson 2100asat May 23rd 2008.

No. 2100wasreceivingits panellingwhen seenon June30th 2008.
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OnAugust22nd 2008work wasin hand on the interior woodwork of no. 2100.

Thespecialcurvedglasspanesfor no. 2100'sobservationend arrived from GreenbergGlasd.td of
Bangoron August28th 2008.Theycomprisetwo side panesaswell asthe main observation

window pane;the opportunity wastakento makeadtrial fitting of the latter for photographic
purposes.

By September5th 2008the centre panehad beeninstalled, the carriageexterior wasin primer
and internal panellingwork wascontinuing.

No.2100is seenbelow on September24th 2008,with the exterior largelycomplete.
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Interior panellingand woodwork wasin progresson October3rd 2008.Note that the red paintis
undercoatrather than livery, which hasnot yet beenfinalised. It is howeverunderstoodthat it will
not immediately be named(asPullmansnormally are),and that it may be namedaspart of the
official openingof the complete WHRroute in Summer2009.

Theinterior of no. 2100is shownbelow on October25th 2008,together with marquetry panels
which will feature insidethe carriage.

Thesepicturestaken on November14th 2008illustrate the high standardof craftsmanship
achievedon no. 2100.Bythis point the marquetry ospreypanelshad beenfitted, ashadtables,
andthe interior wasonly lackingcarpetsand chairs.Onthe exterior, final paint still hadto be
applied,andthe corridor connectionhad not yet beenfitted at the "plain" end of the carriage.In
the secondpicture, there is a glimpsethrough the curvedend window of an 1860sobservationcar
rthe FR's'FlyingBench",beingfitted with the supportframework for its replicacanopy.
